FUNERALS 

The Bereavement Association of Ontario, 

which is the governing body for funeral 

directors, has brought in stricter protocols 

for funerals than the government expects. 

Though provincial government allows 

30% capacity at worship, the BAO says the 

ceiling is 50 people at a funeral. Funeral 

directors are not allowed to participate in 

funerals that have more than 50 people in 

attendance. If the funeral involves cremated 

remains this is easily addressed by the family 

bringing the cremated remains to the church 

themselves. The diocese understands in the 

case of funerals with a casket that the 

funeral home can bring the casket to the door 

of the church and then the church and the 

family will need to take the casket to the 

front of the church. This is I believe in most 

cases can be easily done and in the case of our 

church around 130 people could attend the 

funeral.

Do not come early as you will be 

causing crowding for the 10AM attendees as 

they leave. For this ministry to continue will 

depend on the cooperation of those who 

participate.  

 

OVERFLOW FOR MASS  

We can now invite people to the 

hall for mass if the church is at 

capacity.
