PREPARATION 

What this would entail: 

- Experience at filing your own tax forms is all it 

takes, although more experience than that is 

preferable; willingness to help those on low 

income in your community 

- Joining the CVITP (Community Volunteer 

Income Tax Program) where you would be 

trained and access the necessary tools to fulfil 

the role. A police check is also required to 

become a volunteer for our organization- can be 

done remotely. 

- Last year we served approximately 15 

individuals; our past Volunteer did about 2-4 per 

week for 4 weeks. Everything can be done 

remotely- no personal contact necessary.

HOSPITAL VISITS
