Welcome Table recognizes the Town of Aurora, 
Powell Contracting, Food in Motion, Aurora 
Legion, COBS Bread Bakery, Catharina’s Kitchen, 
Bijoy’s Restaurant, and Swiss Chalet 
(Henderson), who have among others, helped 
significantly over the last 18 months. As 
pandemic restrictions started to ease, volunteer 
chefs/sous chefs were able to work together 
again in the Trinity Anglican Church kitchen and 
prepare meals on site. Thank you for ongoing 
efforts. 

Recognizing the efforts of the entire 
volunteer team, thanks also to those who donate 
home baking and plastic grocery bags, as well as 
those who bag donated COBS bread and 
assemble the hot meals. Year round, every 
Wednesday volunteers work together to serve in 
this important community Ministry.
